Justification – Salvation – An event… Just‐as if‐I‐had never sinned. 
Imputed righteousness of Christ. Pure in the site of God. 
Indwelling of the Holy Spirit. Happens in the twinkling of the eye 
by praying, and really meaning the sinners prayer… “Lord, I am a 
sinner in need of a Savior. Jesus please be that Savior to me. I 
believe you were crucified, you died, were buried, and rose alive 
and victorious over sin on the third day. Come into my heart and 
live with me forever. Amen.” A promise of eternal life in Heaven. 

Webster says: In theology, remission of sin and absolution from 
guilt and punishment; or an act of free grace by which God 
pardons the sinner and accepts him as righteous, on account of 
the atonement of Christ. 
 
Sanctification – A process and NOT an event. Starting from the 
instant of Salvation and continuing until physical death. The 
process of making one’s self increasingly Holy through following 
the guidance of the in‐dwelt Holy Spirit. A process of purification. 

Webster says:  

1. The act of making holy. In an evangelical sense, the act of God's 
grace by which the affections of men are purified or alienated 
from sin and the world, and exalted to a supreme love to God. 

God hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation, through 
sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth. 2 Th 2. 1 Pet 1. 

2. The act of consecrating or of setting apart for a sacred purpose; 
consecration.

What characterizes a sanctified disciple of God to others: 

1) A transparent life – 2 Corinthians 4:2 KJV  But have 
renounced the hidden things of dishonesty, not walking 
in craftiness, nor handling the word of God deceitfully; 
but by manifestation of the truth commending ourselves 
to every man's conscience in the sight of God. 

2) A willingness to say what is most needed – Acts 20:20-
21 KJV  And how I kept back nothing that was profitable 
unto you, but have shewed you, and have taught you 
publickly, and from house to house,  (21)  Testifying both 
to the Jews, and also to the Greeks, repentance toward 
God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ. 

3) A significant investment of time –  Acts 20:31 KJV  
Therefore watch, and remember, that by the space of 
three years I ceased not to warn every one night and 
day with tears. 

4) A Genuine Affection for Brothers and the Lost – 2 
Corinthians 6:11-13 KJV  (11)  O ye Corinthians, our 
mouth is open unto you, our heart is enlarged.  (12)  Ye 
are not straitened in us, but ye are straitened in your 
own bowels.  (13)  Now for a recompence in the same, (I 
speak as unto my children,) be ye also enlarged., 2 
Corinthians 7:2-3 KJV  (2)  Receive us; we have 
wronged no man, we have corrupted no man, we have 
defrauded no man.  (3)  I speak not this to condemn you: 
for I have said before, that ye are in our hearts to die and 
live with you. 

5) An attitude of accountability – Hebrews 13:17 KJV  Obey 
them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: 
for they watch for your souls, as they that must give 
account, that they may do it with joy, and not with grief: 
for that is unprofitable for you.

(9)  Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called the 
children of God.

(11)  Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you, and persecute 
you, …, for my sake.   
(12)  Rejoice, and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward 
in heaven: for so persecuted they the prophets which were 
before you.   
(13)  Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his 
savour, wherewith shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for 
nothing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden under foot of 
men.   
(14)  Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill 
cannot be hid.
